ver the past two years,

the Episcopal Diocese
of Florida has partnered with
the Wounded Warrior Project
to provide spiritual retreats
for wounded veterans return-
ing from combat in Iraq and
Afghanistan. I've had the privi-
lege of founding and participat-
ing in this ministry, which has
taught me many lessons.

One of those lessons is the
vital importance of collabora-
tion and teamwork. In church,
business, or sports we often
talk about working together
as a team, but in a military
context, teamwork is a life and
death matter. For members of
the military, esprit de corps is
not just a catch phrase — it is
a way of life that can literally
save your life.

Early in each of the retreats,
we break into small groups
for a team-building game.
I'm consistently impressed
by how quickly the teams
come together and how well
the warriors cooperate with
each other. Their training
and experience has taught
them how to focus on a mis-
sion and collaborate with each
other in order to accomplish
something bigger than any
one person could do on their
own.

The Holy Spirit has
drawn over 150 children,
youth, and adults from St.
John’s and First Presbyte-
rian Church into a team that
meets on Wednesday evenings
during the season of Lent
for fellowship and learning.
Co-teaching the class with
the Rev. Brant Copeland has
been one of the most exciting
and enjoyable moments of
my ministry as a priest. I am
inspired by Brant’s wisdom,
faithfulness and humility.

On May 22, I will officially
become your rector. My prayer,
as senior warden Kathy Bye
wrote so eloquently in her
letter to the parish, is that
my pastoral relationship with
you will be enduring. Endur-
ance is the hard-won prize of
collaboration with God and
each other. It’s the result of
good esprit de corps. I am
ready and willing to work
hard to forge these life-giving
and creative partnerships and
look forward to leading you
and ministering by your side
for many years to come.

little over a year ago, I

met Fr. William Menin-
ger, a Trappist monk from St.
Benedict’s Monastery, Snow-
mass, Colorado, on retreat in
Destin. Although I had been to
the monastery at Snowmass
on several occasions, our paths
had never crossed. Over sup-
per one evening, I asked Fr.
William if he would be willing
to come to Tallahassee. He was
agreeable, and upon my return
home, I began sharing the
news with several churches to
see if they would be willing to
co-sponsor bringing Fr. Menin-
ger to Tallahassee.

Ultimately, Faith Presby-
terian, St. John’s Episcopal,
Good Shepherd Catholic, and
Trinity United Methodist
churches stepped forward in
the most difficult of financial
times to secure the physical,
financial, and religious back-
ing necessary to back the idea
of a retreat. In addition, sev-
eral anonymous backers guar-
anteed his coming in the event
donations failed to cover our
commitment to the monastery.

Over the ensuing year, rep-
resentatives from the various
churches communicated by
telephone and email. No one
possessed any certainty of its
success, we just moved for-
ward in faith. We guessed that
maybe 50 people might attend
the three-day long events be-
ing discussed: An Enneagram
Workshop; A Centering Prayer
Workshop; and a Forgiveness
Workshop. Over time, the ideas
began growing like mush-

monk, attracted over 400 registrants.

rooms. Little ’shrooms kept
popping up here and there un-
til there was added a Julian of
Norwich Lecture; The Mystic
in the Market Place Lecture as
well as Fr. Meninger’s invita-
tion to be the guest preacher
at Faith Presbyterian Church
on February 27. Then another
one pops up: an ecumenical
clergy luncheon with Fr. Wil-
liam at Trinity UMC. Were we
overloading our 78-year-old
visiting monk? “No,” he said.
“I'm energized by it all.” We
were as well.

During the retreat itself, we
came to know it as “Holy Spirit
energy” as emails flew between
the planning committees mem-
bers at all hours of the night:
1:11 a.m.; 2:32 a.m.; 4:14 a.m.
Who needed sleep with the
Holy Spirit hovering near by?
In early December, the plan-
ning committee tweaked reg-
istration forms and announce-
ments. In late January, Jim
Crosby wrote a very favorable

article in the Faith Section of
the Tallahassee Democrat. One
could feel the ground began to
swell as deadlines and interest
grew. Registrations were up to
100, then 145, 191, then 227,
295. It continued, like a rapid
moving, high rising, incom-

ing tide until, finally, it broke
400 registrations. We stopped
counting.

Where and how did all this
happen? And how would we
feed so many, not spiritually,
but physically? It didn’t mat-
ter. Jesus told his disciples
before the feeding of the 5, 000,
“You give them something to
eat.” We would and we did.

On Sunday morning, the last
day of the retreat, I asked Fr.
Meninger, “Can you believe it?”
He responded by saying these
words which have rung true
throughout the history of the
church, “I didn’t do anything.
It was here waiting for me.”

In Gloria Excelsis Deo.
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Tvo marble sentinels stand watch on ei-
ther side of the Monroe Street entrance
to St. John’s. These obelisks were placed in
our church yard to commemorate two disas-
ters which took the lives of several St. John’s
parishioners and their families. No one seems
to know how or when these two monuments
appeared in front of St. John’s, but they have
stood there for generations. According to God
Willing, about 60-70 years ago, a reward was
offered to anyone who could shed some light on

the origin of the markers, but no one responded.

To this day, their placement remains a mystery.
The first disaster happened when Hardy
Croom, North Florida plantation owner, and his
family perished when the S.S. Home went down
in a hurricane called “Racer’s Storm” in the
Atlantic near Cape Hatteras on October 9, 1837.
: Only 20 passengers
survived. The obelisk to
the right of the church
entrance is in Croom’s
memory and contains a
portion of his eulogy. He
was described as a man
who was “amiable with-
out weakness, learned
without arrogance,
wealthy without osten-
tation and benevolent
without parade.” As a
result of this accident,
one of the most inter-
esting cases in Florida
legal history was filed
in Leon County Circuit
Court in January 1839
concerning presump-
tions to order of death
in a common calamity.
The second sad
event occurred in 1838
just eight months after
the SS Home accident

Oblisk Memorials

when the Reverend Loring Woart, who was rec-
tor when the first church building was erected,
took passage on the Pulaski. Accompanied by
his wife and four St. John’s parishioners, they
boarded the steamship at Charleston, South
Carolina, for New York. The following night,
June 14, the ship’s boiler exploded and the
Pulaski broke apart. The Woarts, the J. Edwin
Stewart family, and Mrs. Jane Taylor, along
with 37 crew members and about 150 passen-
gers, lost their lives. The marker on the left of
the entrance honors Reverend Woart and his
wife, Elizabeth.

Both the S.S. Home and the Pulaski were
steam powered side wheelers that plied the
waters off the East Coast in the days before the
Civil War in an area referred to as the “grave-
yard of the Atlantic.” Though most ships were
originally outfitted for
trade, traveling in this
manner became very
popular and these two
boats were outfitted
for passengers. The
long lasting effect of
these disasters was
that the boats were
stocked with an ad-
equate number of life
preservers for their
passengers. The fol-
lowing year, Congress
passed The Steamboat
Act, which required all
passenger ships to car-
ry one life preserver for
each person on board.

Fran’s Almond Cream Shortbread Bars

Crust:

1 cup butter

2 cups flour

Y cup powdered sugar
Mix well and pat into a 9x13” greased pan.
Bake at 350° for 20 to 25 minutes or until
light brown.

Filling:
While baking, mix together:
8 oz. softened cream cheese
¥4 cup sugar
2 eggs
1 teaspoon almond extract
Beat thoroughly and pour over crust while still hot.
Bake 15 to 20 minutes. Cool.

Frosting:
Y% cup powdered sugar
V4 cup softened butter
1 teaspoon almond extract
1 Tablespoon half & half
Beat until smooth. Spread over cooled bars.

Topping:

Sprinkle with %4 cup toasted sliced almonds.

Book Review: Life of the Beloved by Henri Nouwen

was 50 when I made the turn to the spiri-

tual journey. As a life long Christian, I had
felt its tug at different times during my life
yet failed to heed its call. Vanity Fair loomed
large. Then a crisis hit, Henri Nouwen was
there, though not in person for he had died
years earlier, but present in the spiritus of his
writings and in the lives others whom he had
touched and had written about him. It was
The Inner Voice of Love, A Journey Through
Anguish to Freedom that helped me then as
Henri recounted his own journey through cri-
sis. Henri wore many hats during his life. He
was an ordained Catholic priest who was born
in Holland, studied psychology, taught at Notre
Dame, Yale and Harvard Divinity Schools,
wrote 40 books and responded to his last voca-
tion of living in community with the intellec-
tually disabled at Trosly-Breuil, France and
L'Arche Daybreak Community outside Toronto.

A book that I was drawn to early on was: Life

of the Beloved, Spiritual Living in a Secular
World. The following story has stayed with me
to this day. In fact, my own introduction to Life
of the Beloved stemmed from an audio tape
account with Henri telling about Janet, a dis-
abled woman at I’Arche, who asked for a bless-
ing from him one night before prayer services.
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He obliges by placing the customary sign of the
cross on her forehead with his thumb. She pro-
tested, saying, “No, I want a real blessing!” so
he cradles her in his arms and tells her what a
special child of God she is in some detail. Soon,
other residents want a similar blessing and
Henri obliges until finally one of the caretakers
asks, “What about me?” Henri beckons him for-
ward. I found myself saying, “I want one too.”
In between the pages of this book is the teach-
ing of our becoming pieces of Eucharist to the
world by claiming our inheritance as the Be-
loved (all that we are and do) and being taken
(chosen by God from time immemorial); blessed
(our goodness); broken (our uniqueness); and
given (“becoming bread for the world”). This
action is our “yes” to the great spiritual journey
of being LOVE in response to God having first
loved us and desiring to be loved in return.

Christopher de Vinck, writing in the conclu-
sion to Nouwen and Then, Personal Reflections
on Henri, says, “Henri Nouwen was a great
man, not because of his writing or because of
his personality, or because of his charismatic
appeal. He was a great man because he re-
minded us in a profound way what it is to be
children of God.” Life of the Beloved is a piece
of that greatness.
