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Pentecost is one of the seven Principal Feasts of the Christian year,
commemorating the day when the Holy Spirit descended upon the
apostles fifty days after Easter. As the Acts of the Apostles recounts,
the disciples heard “the rush of a violent wind,” and “tongues, as of
fire," rested upon them as they proclaimed the Gospel in many
languages.

This is the only Principal Feast for which the liturgical color is red,
symbolizing both the fire of the Holy Spirit and the burning love of
God poured into the Church. For this reason, all are encouraged to
wear red today, not only the vested ministers, as a sign that the gift
of the Spirit is given to the whole people of God.

During today's procession, flowing “tongues of fire" and the
descending dove move among the congregation as visual signs
drawn directly from the Pentecost story itself. Likewise, during the
reading from Acts, multiple voices proclaim the text in different
languages before gradually subsiding into English alone, echoing the
sound and wonder of Pentecost: many tongues, one Gospel.

Communion: All baptized Christians may receive Communion at St.
John's. If you are curious about how Communion will work, see
instructions on page 20.

Pentecost has long been regarded as an especially fitting day for Holy
Baptism, for on this feast we celebrate both the birth of the Church
and the gift of the Holy Spirit poured out upon God's people.

A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles

In keeping with an age-old Pentecost tradition, portions of the following reading are read in other languages
by members of the congregation.

When the day of Pentecost had come, the disciples were all together in one place. And
suddenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the entire
house where they were sitting. Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a tongue
rested on each of them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other
languages, as the Spirit gave them ability.

Now there were devout Jews from every nation under heaven living in Jerusalem. And at
this sound the crowd gathered and was bewildered, because each one heard them speaking in
the native language of each. Amazed and astonished, they asked, “Are not all these who are
speaking Galileans? And how is it that we hear, each of us, in our own native language?
Parthians, Medes, Elamites, and residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and
Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya belonging to Cyrene, and visitors
from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, Cretans and Arabs—in our own languages we hear them
speaking about God’s deeds of power.” All were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another,
“What does this mean?” But others sneered and said, “They are filled with new wine.”

But Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed them, “Men of Judea
and all who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and listen to what I say. Indeed, these
are not drunk, as you suppose, for it is only nine o’clock in the morning. No, this is what was
spoken through the prophet Joel:

“In the last days it will be, God declares, that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh, and
your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your
old men shall dream dreams. Even upon my slaves, both men and women, in those days I will
pour out my Spirit; and they shall prophesy. And I will show portents in the heaven above and
signs on the earth below, blood, and fire, and smoky mist. The sun shall be turned to darkness
and the moon to blood, before the coming of the Lord’s great and glorious day. Then everyone
who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”  [Acts 2:1-21]

Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those who here are
cleansed from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus Christ our
Savior. To him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for ever. Amen.

The Baptisms
Each candidate is presented to the Celebrant, who then immerses, or pours water upon, the candidate, saying
N., I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Then the Celebrant places a hand on the person’s head, marking on the forehead the sign of the cross using
Chrism and saying

N., you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked as Christ’s own for ever. Amen.

When this action has been completed, the Celebrant prays over the newly baptized, saying
Let us pray.

The Communion of the People

Communion is central to our worship at St. John’s. All baptized Christians—
regardless of age or denominational affiliation—are welcome to receive.

@ Wait for guidance from the ushers.

At the appropriate time, an usher will invite the people in your
pew to rise and follow the line to the Communion rail or station.
Those with limited mobility may request that Communion be
brought directly to their pew.

Kneel or stand.
Most people kneel at the rail to receive Communion, but
standing is also appropriate, especially if kneeling is difficult.

© Receive the Bread.
As the minister approaches with the Bread, extend your
hands with palms open and facing up. You may consume
the Bread immediately or wait to have it dipped in the Wine.

Receive the Wine.
The Wine is served in a large chalice as a sign of unity.
Assist the lay minister by guiding the chalice to your lips,
holding it by the base, and take a small sip. If you prefer
not drink directly from the chalice, you may offer
your Bread to the lay minister and allow him

or her to dip it in the Wine and hand it back to
you to consume.

Return to your pew.
Return to your pew, kneel if you like, sing with the congregation, or
offer your silent prayers to God.

If you are unbaptized or would prefer not to receive the Bread or Wine for any
reason, cross your arms over your chest at the rail. This signifies to the priest that
